As digital photography is effectively ‘free’ with no cost of film, no cost to process and perhaps no printing costs, there appears to be more photos with less discernment, less looking, less seeing….and more snapping. “I might just look when I get home! “….what a myth. Does someone really see things looking through the eye piece or glancing at the LCD display? “I’ll sort these travel shots out one day”…I suggest this might be an unlikely event. The time pressure of travelling seems to have negated the importance of the Art of Seeing.
