LINO PRINTING FOR ADULTS AND TEENAGERS


Workshop 3
Lino printing for adults and teenagers
Join this friendly class to learn how to design, cut and print lino.  This class suits absolute beginners and those with little printmaking experience.

Make single colour prints or reduction prints. You can design and cut images for lino printing some of which can be hand coloured.  Or you can make your images using the reduction method of lino printing.  We will talk about series and editions. 

Reference notes are provided. 

Materials 
You need to supply a sketch book (preferably size A2), a pencil, a set of lino cutting tools with wooden handles, images to use as stimulus for your images.  

If you would like to make reduction prints please provide your own water based ink eg. Derivan or speedball inks –yellow, blue, red and white.
